The first Passage of our Inaugural World Journey
traces the fabled routes of merchants and explorers,
unfolding from Arabia’s shimmering shores to
India’s spice-laden ports. In Mumbai, India’s
historic gateway, an overnight stay offers time to
experience the enduring elegance of the Taj Mahal
Palace and the city’s vibrant cultural rhythm.

Sailing onward, the iridescent beauty of the
Maldives brings a shift in pace, where crystalline
lagoons and legendary atolls reveal an elemental
ocean paradise shaped by sea and light. In
Hambantota, Sri Lanka’s untamed heart comes into
view, opening the way to the sweeping landscapes
and abundant wildlife of Yala National Park.
Onward through Southeast Asia’s emerald

seas, EXPLORA I will call in Langkawi, immersed
within Malaysia’s UNESCO-listed Geopark, a place
of remarkable geological beauty and biodiversity.

Each horizon reveals an exceptional diversity of
worlds, connected by the ocean and shaped by
a landscape of scents, colours, and connections
— a Journey designed to stir all the senses.

with spirituality through Ubud’s sacred temples,
cascading rice terraces, and the expressive rhythms
of traditional dance.

The Journey continues into the untapped beauty
of Komodo, before arriving in Darwin, gateway
to Australia’s vast natural reserves and striking
wilderness. Sailing onward, Papua New Guinea

emerges, home to more than 800 living languages,
enduring traditions, and dramatic coastal scenery.

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Further along our Inaugural World Journey,
striking contrasts emerge from Australia’s golden
shores to Tasmania’s wild edges, and across the
Tasman Sea to New Zealand’s South Island and
its sculpted fjords.

Across this perfectly balanced Passage,
sophisticated cities meet some of the Southern
Hemisphere’s most dramatic natural landscapes.
In Australia, Melbourne’s cultural vitality is
complemented by celebrated vineyards, while
Hobart reveals Tasmania’s distinctive identity
through its historic streets and the sweeping
views of Mount Wellington. EXPLORA I sails
through Milford Sound on New Zealand’s South
Island, carved by elemental forces of wind,
water, and time. Here, the world feels vast

yet intimate. In Tauranga, the doorway to
Rotorua’s geothermal park, ancient Maori
heritage is shared through living traditions
offering a deep cultural perspective.

From Art Deco legacies to renowned wine
regions, and wildlife encounters, each destination
invites reflection and renewal - a graceful arc
through the southern seas where nature leads
and wonder follows.

This Passage of our Inaugural World Journey
sails eastward through the world’s bluest reaches,

The Passage carries EXPLORA I across the
International Dateline, marking a quiet yet
symbolic transition in time and perspective.
On Huahine, ancient temples, lush vegetation,
and traditional dances reflect the authenticity
of Polynesian life, while Raiatea reveals the

sacred heart of Polynesia through Taputapuatea,
a UNESCO-listed sacred site recognised as the

spiritual centre of the Polynesian triangle, deeply
connected to ancestral knowledge, ritual, and the
rhythms of the ocean.
